STRAW BEAR DAY—The `straw-bear’ being a man completely covered in straw, led by a string, and 
made to dance in front of people’s houses, in return for money, beer or food. 
PLOUGH DAY—Traditionally the first Sunday after Epiphany, a time to celebrate the long hours of tilling 
and preparing the soil before the seed can be sown. To celebrate the mystery of land and human labour. 
FIRE FESTIVAL, SCOTLAND—Held every year to celebrate the end of Yule. Over 900 colourfully dressed 
“guisers” follow the Jarl’s squad of Vikings and their longship through the darkened streets of the town 
to the burning site. Here the official ceremony ends in a spectacular blaze as 800 flaming torches are 
thrown into the galley.
